The MSU Extension Water Quality program is seeking a new team member, here in Bozeman. This is a great opportunity to get experience in water research and public engagement with connections to a broad career network.
The position is through the Montana Conservation Corp, Big Sky Watershed Corp program, which runs January-November, but MSUEWQ’s member needed to end her term early.
The position comes with a $1,200 biweekly living allowance and health insurance. Upon program completion, the member gets an AmeriCorps Education Award of $3,697.50. There will also be a $200 a month living stipend.
 
The position will include:
1. Working with volunteer collected water quality data and public engagement
1. Participate in the Well Educated program to help homeowners test and understand their water quality
1. Help graduate students with field work in irrigated agricultural study sites across the state
1. Design your own water quality research project to complete in the coming months
1. Help with a fall undergraduate course at MSU where students analyze volunteer collected data
1. This position has more computer work than field work, but there are a diversity of opportunities that can be catered to the individual’s needs
 
The position would start ASAP and would run through November. When the BSWC term ends in November, the person could potentially stay on with MSUEWQ as an employee and/or start a new BSWC term in January 2027.
