BUTTERNUT SQUASH SOUP

Pressure Cooker Recipe

Ingredients:

1 green bell pepper

1 Tablespoon butter

3 cloves garlic, finely chopped

1 can (14.5 oz) vegetable broth
1 Cup water

1 Butternut squash, peeled, cut into cubes and
frozen (20-24 oz frozen package)
1 Teaspoon cumin

1 Teaspoon onion powder

1 Teaspoon coriander powder

1 Teaspoon tumeric

1/2 Teaspoon cayenne

1 can (13.5 oz) coconut milk

Salt and pepper to taste

Directions:

1) Wash and dice green bell pepper and garlic.

2) Set pressure cooker to saute and add bell
pepper, butter, and garlic, saute until
peppers are soft.

3) Add broth, water, squash, and seasonings.

4) Set pressure cooker to high and cook for 10
minutes, then quick release pressure.

5) Add coconut milk.

6) Puree with immersion blender or transfer to

blender and puree.
7) Add salt and pepper to taste.
